For students from countries on the University of Regina English Test Exemption list, successful completion of at least three years of formal,
full-time English at a secondary school that is a recognized school or institution where English is primary language of instruction.

. Successful completion of the English as a Second Language (ESL 050) program or a minimum average score of 55 on the ESL placement
exam both offered through the Centre for Continuing Education at the University of Regina. For further information, please contact English as
a Second Language Office, Room 114, Wakpa Tower, University of Regina, Regina, SK, S4S 0A2, Tel: (306) 585-4585 or esl@uregina.ca.

. Successful completion of at least 24 credit hours (University of Regina degree level equivalent) in an approved English-language post-
secondary institution, including at least 6 credit hours in humanities or social science subjects and with a minimum grade point average of
60.00% or equivalent is considered acceptable demonstration of proficiency in English.
